Paul then went on to give us some information and talk on his background and how he got started in photography and some stories of his life as a Photographer covering all various types of events especially the Olympic Games.

Some hints Paul passed on to us to help us take better action photos - 

Position firstly who and where you want to photograph eg soccer, tennis, horses racing eg

Make sure you don’t have messy backgrounds that detract from photo you are trying to capture

Make decision what setting you are going to use - shutter priority is used to shoot fast moving things - eg shutter speed of 1000/sec - for horse racing probably 1600/sec,   racing cars 2000/sec - and 1200/sec for runners

If you use aperture and to have background blurred shoot at f/4 or less (portraits are same procedure)

Depending on what sport you are trying to capture - you should be shooting from ground level

Also consider if lens is long enough to cover the job

Thank you Paul for a most informative evening and the time you gave to help us become better photographers too and to understand more about taking “action” photos.  We greatly appreciated it and hope we may call on you another time in the future to share more of your knowledge with us.
